The goal of the -center's activities is to carry out
organizational, methodological, and practical work on social
support for citizens in difficult life situations in the territory of
the Khoyniki district.

Improvement of the quality of social services for citizens
residing in the territory of the Khoiniki district of the Gomel
region, which is part of the Belarusian exclusion zone and
located within the 30-kilometer zone from the Chernobyl
nuclear power plant, through the provision of social services
in a remote format to socially vulnerable categories of
citizens, which make up 47.1% of the district's population.

The population of the Khoiniki district as of January 1, 2025,
Is 18,054 residents, of which 5,053 people live in rural areas.
The territory of the district includes the Polessky State
Radiation and Ecological Reserve, which comprises land that
was taken out of use due to the Chernobyl Nuclear Power
Plant disaster.

The total area of the district is 2,030 square kilometers. The
distance of certain settlements from the district center, where
the institution is located, is 22-27 kilometers. Transportation
to remote sparsely populated areas is not regular, which
creates certain difficulties for social service recipients.

As of July 1, 2025, there are 8,680 citizens registered with the
institution, including:

- elderly citizens — 4,177 people,

- lonely elderly citizens — 347 people,

- disabled persons of groups 1, 2, 3 — 1,405 people, including
wheelchair users 33 people,

- families raising disabled children — 130 families raising 141
disabled children.

- individuals among orphans — 24 people,

- families recognized as being in socially dangerous situations
— 31 families raising 71 children.

As part of the project, the acquisition of an interactive panel,
computer, printer, and a multifunctional device combining the
functions of a printer, scanner, and copier is planned.

In the form of remote social services, the following services
are intended to be provided:

- consultative and informational;

- socio-psychological (psychological counseling,
psychological correction, psychological prevention and
education);

- social rehabilitation (assistance in organizing mutual aid and
self-help groups, training in computer literacy, ensuring the
operation of clubs and interest circles).

The provision of the aforementioned services will allow for:

- meeting the needs of service recipients for obtaining
(clarifying) information on social services, social integration
of people with disabilities, and psychological counseling;

- contributing to the prevention of socio-psychological
problems in the lives of service recipients;

- supporting the need to overcome family (personal) issues
through group interaction and self-help, creating a supportive

environment;

- satisfying the needs of service recipients in leisure activities,
creative pursuits, expanding the scope of communication and
interaction, and developing cognitive functions for the
purpose of social rehabilitation and habilitation.

As of September 1, 2025, 108 contracts have been signed for
the provision of social services in a remote format. However,
the lack of a modern material and technical base and
necessary equipment does not allow for the proper delivery of
services and the increase in the number of citizens covered by
social services.

The presence of modern equipment will effectively solve the
problem of remote access to quality social services not only to
raise the level of awareness but will also create conditions for
feedback and dialogue, presenting information in a clear and
accessible form to the target audience.
